Do you remember the old saying —    

“Make hay while the sun shines?”          
The meaning is to do something while the 

situation or conditions are right. 

Dr. David Jeremiah in his book “Living with 

Confidence in a Chaotic World” talks about 

“...understanding the present time. The hour 

has come for you to wake up from your 

s l u m b e r … ” R o m a n s  1 3 : 1 1  ( N I V )   
In context, Paul was not referring to time in 

general but to the end-time and to the 

imminent return of the Lord Jesus. 

Then Dr. Jeremiah says this: “Throughout the 

Bible we are admonished to know the times 

and the seasons. In the Old Testament, a group 

was appointed for the specific purpose of 

discerning the times.” “...the sons of Issachar 

who had understanding of the times, to know 

what Israel ought to do” (1 Chronicles 12:32). 

Are we “...understanding the present time?” 

Are we awake?  Are we “making hay” while 

the SON shines? 

 

When the disciples asked Jesus  "...Tell us, 

when will these things be? And what will be 

the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the 

age?" Matthew 24:3 (NKJV)  

Jesus answers their questions in verses four 

and following. Now if you read those verses 

and then read a current newspaper or watch the 

world and national news you will see all those 

things happening right before our eyes.  We 

need to “wake up” - “watch and pray” and 

do something while the situation or conditions 

are right.—(Make hay while the sun shines!)
